Wisconsin solidarity: It is important to listen to what our peers in Wisconsin are actually asking for. We’ve all seen the emails flying around calling for a boycott of Wisconsin-made goods and businesses, like Osh-Kosh, Florsheim Shoes, etc. It’s important to remember no one in the unions actually affected in Wisconsin is calling for that, and such a boycott would actually hurt their spouse’s jobs in addition to theirs. Boycotts are too unfocused. We are concentrating on more focused actions that will actually get results.

Pac Fund increase: With the fight in Menlo Park over their ballot initiative cutting public employee benefits, there were only 3 locals that responded with aid.  We face many challenges in the future, and if we are to respond effectively, we need to be more united and more timely in our response. Raising the PAC fund dues by 33 allows us to get around the problems we current face in coordination between locals. 
National level funding: The first thing the National looks at is “What is the Council and the Local doing?” Support from the local, and to a lesser degree from the Council, makes it much easier politically for the National to know they’re supported in helping a campaign that they otherwise know nothing about.
